Registration: Contestants must sign up by emailing UnionFMKT@gmail.com.
Registration forms are available at the Union County Co-Op and Union County Farmers
Market. Free to register.

Seeds: Any variety of pumpkin seeds is allowed, but Atlantic Giant is recommended for
those aiming for massive pumpkins.

Growing Period: Pumpkins must be grown by the contestant from seed and nurtured on
their own property.

Harvesting: Each contestant may submit only one pumpkin for the final weigh-in.
Weigh-In Guidelines:
o Pumpkins must arrive at the Farmers Market by 9:00 AM on October 4, 2025.

o Pumpkins will be weighed using an official scale provided by the Union County
Co-Op.

Pumpkin Condition: Entries must be whole, sound, and unaltered. Pumpkins with
damage, holes, or rot that compromise their integrity may be disqualified.

Judging: The winner will be determined based on the heaviest pumpkin as recorded
during the weigh-in.

Community Spirit: This contest is all about fun, farming, and fostering connections—so
let’s keep things friendly and supportive!
